BRIEF ACTIVITY REPORT ON THE SNF GRANT 
TO ENHANCE THE GNO’S ARTISTIC OUTREACH POLICY FOR THE PERIOD 2019-2023
Following the successful four-year grant of €20,000,000 from the SNF to enhance the GNO’s artistic outreach policy, the GNO managed to create a new artistic identity and promote its work across the world.

More specifically, supported by the SNF grant, the GNO:

· Presented a series of remarkable international co-productions and established collaborations with prestigious opera houses and festivals, including the New York Metropolitan Opera, Canadian Opera Company, Royal Opera House in London, Lyric Opera of Chicago, Opéra national de Paris, Opéra Comique (Paris), Bavarian State Opera (Munich), Vienna State Opera, La Monnaie (Brussels), Baden-Baden Festival, Royal Danish Opera, Gothenburg Opera (Sweden), Deutsche Oper Berlin, Teatro di San Carlo (Napoli), and the Norwegian National Opera.

· Invited leading international artists of opera, dance, cinema, and fashion to participate in its programme, such as Robert Wilson, Marina Abramović, Emma Stone, Krzysztof Warlikowski, Fanny Ardant, David McVicar, Olivier Py, John Fulljames, Stephen Langridge, La Fura dels Baus, Anna Netrebko, Anita Rachvelishvili, Ermonela Jaho, Yusif Eyvazov, Lisette Oropesa, Alexander Vinogradov, Anna Pirozzi, Catherine Foster, Ramón Vargas, Kristīne Opolais, Lianna Haroutounian, Francesco Demuro, Paolo Carignani, Pier Giorgio Morandi, Pierre Dumoussaud, Philippe Augin, Ohad Naharin, Jacques Lacombe, Daniil Simkin, Maia Makhateli, Mary Katrantzou, Milena Canonero, Tobias Hoheisel, Leslie Travers, and more. 
· Created a large-scale anniversary tribute to commemorate the bicentennial of the Greek War of Independence at the Stavros Niarchos Hall and the Alternative Stage, with commissions of new works, large opera and dance productions, concerts, mixed shows, etc.
· Commissioned Greek composers, directors, and visual artists to create new works for its Main Stage (Papess Joanne, Inland, Bleat, A Summer Evening), the Alternative Stage (Strella), and its online festivals. 
· Toured to Greece and abroad. Along with other events, the GNO Ballet toured to Thessaloniki and Cyprus, Yorgos Lanthimos’ film Bleat was presented in New York as part of the Artist on the Composer programme in co-production with NEON, and the documentary about Maria Callas was screened in Thessaloniki, Berlin, Los Angeles, and on French Television.
· Created GNO TV to present its work worldwide. To this day, the GNO TV has broadcast opera productions such as Otello, Madama Butterfly, Don Giovanni, Andrea Chénier and more, Alternative Stage productions such as Cheap Smokes, Synthesis, Human Behaviour and LIVER, as well as six online festivals organised by the GNO during the pandemic.

· Promoted its work abroad through consistent communication campaigns via written and electronic channels, social media platforms, and publications in major international media outlets.
· Conducted two audience researches to evaluate its relationship with the audience.
· Developed a strategic partnership with the international opera channel Mezzo TV. As part of this partnership the productions Wozzeck, Juditha triumphans, The Murderess, and Madama Butterfly, as well as documentaries about the relationship between the GNO and the SNF were broadcast.
· Granted scholarships to honour graduates of the GNO Professional Dance School.
· Collaborated with 16 new ballet dancers and 8 new dance teachers for the GNO Ballet.
